RESOLUTION AMENDING THE PROPOSED ORDINANCE 
AMENDING VARIOUS SECTIONS OF THE KOSSUTH 
COUNTY ZONING ORDINANCE FOR THE PURPOSE OF 
REGULATING AND RESTRICTING THE USE OF LAND FOR 
THE TRANSPORT OF HAZARDOUS LIQUID THROUGH A 
HAZARDOUS LIQUID PIPELINE. 

 
WHEREAS, on November 21, 2023, the Kossuth County Board of Supervisors (the “Board”) held a Public 

Hearing for and approved the first reading of a proposed Ordinance Amending Various Sections of the Kossuth 
County Zoning Ordinance for the Purpose of Regulating and Restricting the Use of Land for the Transport of 
Hazardous Liquid Through a Hazardous Liquid Pipeline (the “Proposed Ordinance”); and 

 
WHEREAS, written and verbal comments were received from interested persons by the Board at the 

mentioned Public Hearing; and 
 
WHEREAS, written comments received were read aloud by the Kossuth County Zoning Administrator; 

and 
 
WHEREAS, a written comment included the Testimony Before the Public Utilities Commission of the 

State of South Dakota by Dr. John Abraham, Professor of Mechanical Engineering at the University of St. Thomas, 
St. Paul, Minnesota; and 

 
WHEREAS, based on Dr. Abraham’s education, background, training and experience, Dr. Abraham states 

for an 8.625 inch outside diameter pipeline with other physical and environmental considerations, “human exposure 
at 30,000 ppm of CO2 would more likely than not occur at a distance greater than 2,600 feet from the site of the 
release of CO2”; and 

 
WHEREAS, the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) places a Threshold Limit Value 

for Short-Term Exposure Limit of CO2 at 30,000 parts per million; and 
 
WHEREAS, the American Conference of Governmental Industrial Hygienists (ACGIH) recommends a 

Ceiling Exposure Limit (not to be exceeded) of 30,000 ppm for a 10-minute period; and 
 



WHEREAS, based on the written and verbal comments received by the Board at the Public Hearing, it has 
been determined that certain minimum separation distances in the Proposed Ordinance be amended. 

 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF 

KOSSUTH, IOWA: 
 
Section 1. That the minimum separation distances in Section 4 of the proposed Ordinance Amending Various 
Sections of the Kossuth County Zoning Ordinance for the Purpose of Regulating and Restricting the Use of Land for 
the Transport of Hazardous Liquid Through a Hazardous Liquid Pipeline are hereby amended as follows: 

 
1. Section “25.42 From a church, school, nursing home, long-term care facility, or hospital, not less than 

3,000 feet” be changed to “25.42 From a church, school, nursing home, long-term care facility, or hospital, 
not less than 2,600 feet.” 
 

2. Section “25.43 From a public park or public recreation area, not less than 3,000 feet” be changed to “25.43 
From a public park or public recreation area, not less than 2,600 feet.” 
 

3. Section “25.44 From any Occupied Structure, not less than 3,000 feet” be changed to “25.44 From any 
Occupied Structure, not less than 2,600 feet.”
