Chairman Rasmussen called the meeting to order.
A motion was made by Miller and seconded by Young to approve the March meeting minutes. The motion passed unanimously.
The Naturalist report was presented by Stumme for Wille: 7 public programs were given for 157 people; 10 school programs were given for 195 students, 11 other student programs were given for 206 students; JCL event was orienteering with 6 attending; Facebook posts included 15 posts with 25,511 reached and 14,874 engaged. Other accomplishments included attending board and staff meetings, curriculum development, live animal maintenance, hosted the District 2 meeting, Julie attended the IAN conference, Billie attended the NAI conference, attended foundation meeting; finished up the maple syrup operation and cleaned equipment.

Stumme presented the Summer Naturalist Intern Proposal for Wille. The Intern position requests funding for a summer position working approx. 10 weeks at 24 hours per week. The listed pay was $15.60 per hour. A motion was made by Ristau and seconded by Young to approve the position. The motion passed unanimously.

The board was presented a possible design for replacing the existing nature center dock and adding a kayak launch. The design also included plans for a kayak loading/unloading area and handicapped accessible sidewalks. No decisions were made.
The board was informed the KCCB fish habitat grant had been approved by the Iowa DNR for funding for the Siems Park rock jetties. The amount approved for the project was $37,665. A motion was made by Young and seconded by Eichenberger to approve the cooperative agreement with the Iowa DNR for the Siems Park rock faced jetties for $37,665. The motion passed unanimously.

Stumme presented a bid to add an electrical pedestal at Siems Park. The estimated cost from Dean Meyer Electric was 1,338.50 for labor and materials. A motion was made by Miller and seconded by Young to approve the bid. The motion passed unanimously.

Stumme discussed the need for roadstone on several areas in the Parks. A quote had not been secured, but the expense would exceed $500. A motion was made by Young and seconded by Eichenberger to approve the expense. The motion passed unanimously.
The board approved of holding the May board meeting on Monday the 11th at 5:30 P.M. at the Water’s Edge Nature Center.
A motion was made by Eichenberger and seconded by Young to approve the 33 bills submitted for approval. The motion passed unanimously.
A motion was made by Ristau and seconded by Miller to adjourn. The motion passed unanimously.
